	COMMENTS

	1. Limits or rules are individualized and made clear for each student.

	

	2. Pro-active teaching and reinforcement strategies are consistently used to maintain appropriate behavioral limits.

	

	3. Behavior problems are analyzed by recognizing deficits and developmental level, reframing problem from perspective of autism (iceberg model), and designing interventions based on these factors.

	

	4. Behavior management strategies more strongly emphasize antecedent and positive rather than consequential and/or punitive approaches.

	

	5. Written data is kept on all behavior programs, recorded consistently and summarized at least weekly.
