	COMMENTS

	1. An overall classroom schedule designating, on a daily basis, staff and student assignments, locations, and activities, is prominently displayed and being followed.

	

	2. Each student has a daily schedule that is adjusted to his/her level in terms of type and length and that is used throughout the day.

	

	3. An individualized, visually based work system is in place for each student.

	

	4. Instructions for each task are activity are visually clear, making individualized use of clear visual instructions, visual clarity, and visual organization.

	

	5. Visual structure is appropriately applied to periods of the school day outside of individual work sessions (e.g. Hygiene, leisure, playground, community outings, specials, etc.)
