INDEPENDENCE

- physical structure

- individual schedules - work systems

- routines & strategies - types of instructions

COMMUNICATION
- receptive. (related to structure)

- expressive (variety of forms, functions, contexts)

SOCIAL/ LEISURE
- play with materials (sensory, exploratory, functional, symbolic, etc.) - imitation

- cooperation/ interaction with adults

- peer interactions

- group skills

- rule-governed behavior

FUNCTIONAL ACADEMICS/ COGNITIVE/ VOCATIONAL
- use strengths and interests & integrate into meaningful life experiences

INDEPENDENT LIVING SKILLS - self-care - domestic - mobility

MOTOR SKILLS
- gross motor (motor planning, use of equipment, sports, fitness)

- fine motor (accuracy, strength, tool/utensil use, coordination of 2 hands together and of hands with eyes)

WORK BEHAVIORS
- overlap with other areas-attention, persistence, competence motivation, waiting, asking for help, accepting help, accepting correction or redirection, etc.

COMMUNITY
- in early childhood, school setting is community

- recreation/ exposure on community-based instruction continuum

- by adolescence, community based instruction for other curriculum areas
